1. Introductions

Introductions were made, and summary of what the meeting would entail were given. 
2. Financial update

Vicki presented the FY update for the Financial Year, special mention to the the uniform team, Jo Venables and Talitha Frohn  for the incredible amount of money raised, some other events that raised significant amounts were the Cake Sales, Surrey Half Marathon sponsorship & school disco. Full statement is attached to these minutes. Total raised for the year £12,753. This year FOBS have contributed £2,000 towards swimming pool, especially needed this year in current energy cost crisis; £500 towards Forest School – which has been used to create a shelter/weather sail; £1,200 for class resources; £6,600 for storage sheds, due to be delivered in January 2023; half of the profits, £171, from a special crazy hair mufti, were donated to Roman’s Charity – “Through Roman’s Eyes”. Some other small amounts, £50 from the profits of the Year 6 hoodies, was given to cover the difference for the leavers books, and gifts were made up gifts for mothers and fathers day. 
The target for next year is £10,000- school would like to put up a new bike shelter next to where the new sheds are going, and a long term goal of putting money towards a pastoral cabin.
